Tisha b'Av -- the Ninth of the month of Av -- falls on Sunday, August 10 this year, and 
like all Jewish holidays begins at sundown the prior evening. It commemorates the 
destruction of the First and Second Temples by the Babylonians and Romans, and the 
two Exiles from the Land of Israel. It is also said that the Spanish Expulsion and other 
disasters befell the Jews on or around Tisha b'Av. Traditionally, Eicha (Lamentations) is 
read on Tisha b'Av, it is a fast day, and mourning customs are followed. Among 
progressive Jews, the bombings of Hiroshima (August 6) and Nagasaki (August 9) have 
often been linked to Tisha b'Av themes, as well as climate disruption and Israeli settler 
nationalism in the West Bank.
